Silent film project
In a small group (you choose) create a treatment for a short film that should be no less than 3 minutes and no more than 6 minutes, shoot it before the Thanksgiving Break, and edit it by Friday October 31, 2014. 

THIS ASSIGNMENT WILL BE WORTH 50% OF YOUR TERM ONE Grade
Project Details:

· The shorter your video is the more challenging and detailed it should be. 

· You must create a storyboard by October 3, 2014 (10% of term)

· The storyboard must be completed and pre-approved before you make your film.

· It is expected that all preparations, including equipment and set up will be completed and arranged before (preferably) or during (if appropriate) this time.

· Remember: For every minute of video – you can expect at least a half an hour to an hour of shooting (more if you wish to play with lighting or effects), in addition to editing your film.

· Editing will be completed outside of class time. Editors who independently complete their groups editing task will receive a full 10% towards their participation mark. For each minute of video expect one HOUR of editing.
· Your group will receive 2 classes to shoot, in addition to planning time. 
Mandatory Criteria (with your group you must complete the following):

1. Story summary – Beginning, middle and end, including a list of characters and a brief description of how they support the story (Done in class)
2. Storyboard (Graded)
3. Background music

4. Shooting schedule (Graded), a minute by minute plan, factors in set-up.

5. Completed video (shooting must be finished before Thanksgiving break) including a copy of a fitting instrumental song for the soundtrack.

6. Shooting report: detailed report of each student’s role during the film. It is the responsibility of each individual to keep detailed notes. Roles should be equal.
7. Students DO NOT have to appear on camera for part of the film 
8. Each student must shoot a portion of the film – roles should preferably be equal.

9. Rehearsal report: each student must assess each member of their group, as well as themselves.

*Note: Due to the need for full participation on such a team-oriented and time-sensitive project, any student who misses more than one class during this project for any reason, may have to complete an individual project in order to achieve their marks.
Tentative Project Schedule

September 30 - Develop ideas, outline  

October 3 –storyboard
October 11 – Finish STORYBOARD tentatively cast roles (considering equalizing parts), create an initial costume/prop list, start brainstorming storyboard ideas as a full group.

October 10  – REHEARSALS - Start filming - Divide storyboard/script responsibilities between the group. Share and discuss transitions when individual parts are complete. 

October 17 –Remaining group members should scout locations, make props/costumes, develop special effects ideas, edit/revise the script and/or storyboard. FINISH FILMING!

October 26 – all work should be on computer nearing ending
November 1 – All assignments on You-Tube
Important Tips To Ensure Your Project is a Success:

· Keep the story simple so that you can develop an interesting variety of shots.

· Make sure that you have a completed shot by shot storyboard and script (if appropriate) that has been reviewed by your teacher BEFORE you start.

· Keep in close contact with your group members. You may want to exchange E-mails/phone numbers just in case.
